Revenue Side

· Performance in generating revenue from various sources was very good Specially the collection of octroi and vehicle tax was very encouraging. 

· In the FY 1998/99, little attention was paid in mobilizing direct source such as roof top tax, house-rent tax and unclaimed (Bitauri) land tax.

· Please initiate service fee by providing services like street-light, solid waste disposal and so on.

· Kindly introduce entertainment, advertisement, commercial video and land related (house-land or integrated property) taxes to increase municipal revenue (FiMa can work with municipality)
· The municipality can initiate an approach for sharing of tax on extraction of sand gravel sale with Rupandehi DDC.

Expenditure Side

· Attention should be paid to show better performance in current expenditure. Growth trend from the past four years on current expenditure did not show the positive indicator.
· Please try to control financial donation that accounted highest growth in FY 1998/99.
· Expenditure on health and education decreased suddenly in the year 1998/99.
· Municipality can rethink on increasing investment in development activities.
