Improve Financial Performance

Revenue Side

· The overall performance in revenue side was very good.
· Municipality should initiate levying service charge to increase revenue by providing urban services to urban people from drinking water, solid waste disposal and so on (although it is now initiated in some of the area of the municipality)

· The municipality can initiate an approach for sharing of tax on extraction of sand and gravel sale with Sunsari DDC.
· Introduction of new source of taxes such as entertainment, advertisement, commercial video and land related (house-land or integrated property) taxes to increase municipal revenue (FiMa can support in this field). 

Expenditure Side

· The percentage of current expenditure in FY 1998/99 crossed the maximum permissible ceiling of 25-40%. The municipality can reduce current expenditures.
· The contingency cost, which decreased in FY 1997/98 took slow rise in the year 1998/99. Please, pay little attention to reduce expenses on contingency.
· Building permit fee showed decreasing trend. Please monitor fee evaders.
· Kindly increase capital investment by reducing current expenses.
